Today, the 1912 Medalta Potteries factory is a National Historic Site, providing opportunities for visitors to learn about turn of the century industrial life. Explore the museum at your own pace and meet costumed interpreters along the way

It was created over thousands of years as hot water from the spring cooled and deposited calcium carbonate (over two tons flow into Mammoth each day in a solution). Although these springs lie outside the caldera boundary, their energy has been attributed to the same magmatic system that fuels other Yellowstone geothermal areas.  We’ll spend plenty of time here for lunch on own and exploring.  Then continue south to our overnight destination just outside of the park in West Yellowstone.
